THE CENTER FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT 
AND PUBLIC SERVICE 

The Florida State University Center for Professional Development and Public 
Service is deeply committed to the identification and fulfillment of the lifelong 
learning needs of Florida's citizens. With this commitment in mind, the Center 
serves as Florida State University's outreach network to provide meaningful non­
credit continuing education opportunities, and off-campus credit courses and degree 
programs that will enhance the professional and personal growth of Florida's adults. 

The Center recognizes key groups within Florida as having specific educational 
needs, and seeks to bring together appropriate University resources to develop and 
deliver programs and services designed especially for these groups. Among the group 
populations identified by the Center are: Florida's state governmental employees; 
local governmental employees; the professions; businesses and service organizations; 
Florida State University alumni; and private citizens of Leon County and Florida who 
have needs that the Florida State University is uniquely qualified to meet. 

The Center for Professional Development and Public Service has developed an 
array of integrated outreach services designated to meet specified needs. These ser­
Vlces include needs assessment, research, technical assistance and public service 
activities, counseling, and the design and implementation of continuing education 
(CEU) programs and off-campus courses, degree programs, credit institutes and work­
shops. 7he recently activated Public Manager's Training & Advisory Service assists 
governmental agencies in assessing the need for management and organizational develop­
ment activities and designing, implementing programs to meet those specific needs of 
government.

The Center made great strides in programming and service efforts during 1977-78. 
The number of programs offered (an increase from 282 in 1976-77 to 332 in 1977-78) 
and the diversity of areas served increased significantly in the non-credit programs. 
Among those programs offered to almost 20,000 participants were: Human Resources 
for the Manager, Returning Women Seminars, Southern Conference on Corrections, House 
Spouses, and the Financial Counseling School. Additionally, to multiply the impact 
of tax dollars, the Center administered eight grant supported programs last year. 
The University recognized the involvement of individuals and organizations in Center 
non-credit programs by awarding Continuing Education Units (CEUs). The CEU is the 
nationally recognized, standard unit of measurement for participation in non-credit 
continuing education. On the credit side, we registered 4,587 students in almost 200 
credit courses generating 16,300 SCH -- mostly at the graduate level. This included 
15 degree programs ranging from the Bachelor's in nearby Perry, to the Specialist 
Degree in Tampa and Doctoral Degree in Pensacola. We had courses in 1977-78 in 21 
counties in Florida and in Calloway Gardens and Jekyll Island, Georgia and Oxford, 
England.
