PROFILE OF STUDENTS

The 1982 Fall Semester student headcomt enrollment of 22,020 was
distributed as follows: seventy-five percent of the students were
undergraduates; nineteen percent were at the graduate level; and six percent of
the students were registered as unclassified. FEighty-three percent of the
students came from Florida and ninety-six percent were from the United States.
Women constituted fifty-three percent of these 22,020 students. Eighty-five
percent of the students were white and seven percent were black. The average age
of undergraduates and graduates was 22 and 30, respectively. The average age of

all students was 24. Eighty percent of the students attending the Florida State

University were enrolled as full-time students.
